B Panache 1/4 YD (14) 3 1/2˝ squares
1126-34 Gold/Moss (8) 2˝ x 3 1/2˝ rectangles

C Poppies 1/4 YD (22) 3 1/2˝ squares
2916-33 Amber (4) 2˝ squares

D Silhouette 1/3 YD (22) 3 1/2˝ squares
1010-48 Moss (8) 2˝ x 6 1/2˝ rectangles

E Morning Mist 1/4 YD (14) 3 1/2˝ squares
1006-47 Moss

F Alpine Bloom 4 strips at 2˝ x WOF* (corrected April 1, 2008)

2915-12 Black 1/4 YD Subcut into (2) 24 1/2˝ strips, (2) 18 1/2˝ strips, and
Sashing Strips (8) 6 1/2˝ strips

G Aspen Toile
2914-47 Moss 1/4 YD 4 strips at 1 1/2˝ x WOF*

H Blush Texture
2045-46 Moss 1/2 YD (4) 3 1/2˝ x WOF*

INSTRUCTIONS
NOTE: Continually refer to photo
and diagram for correct color
placement.

1) Begin with ROW 1 which has
3 units—two corner blocks with a
rectangle in the center. Sew
each unit, then join UNIT 1
(corner block) to UNIT 2 (rectan-
gle) to UNIT 3 (corner block).
Put aside.

2) Quilt Center: Join (4) 3 1/2˝
squares together for left side of
center square. Repeat for right
side of square. sew the 4 square
units to the left and right of center
square.

3) Make 2 rows of (6) 3 1/2˝ squares
for top of center floral square,
and 2 rows of (6) 3 1/2˝ squares
for bottom of center square. Sew
(1) two row unit to top of center
square; sew the other to bottom
of center square.

4) Make 2 rows of (8) 3 1/2˝ squares
for left quilt center. Repeat for
right quilt center. Sew together in
2 row units following diagram for
placement.

5) Add 2˝ mini floral border (2915-12)
to the 8 square units. Sew com-
pleted units (2 row unit plus sash-
ing) to left side of quilt center.
Repeat for right side.

6) ROW 2 has 3 units—two corner
blocks with a rectangle in the
center. Sew each unit, then join
UNIT 1 (corner block) to UNIT 2
(rectangle) to UNIT 3 (corner
block). Put aside.

7) Add ROW 1 to top of Quilt Center
unit. Press. Add ROW 2 to bottom
of Quilt Center unit. Press.

8) Add spacing strip (G) to top and
bottom of quilt top. Next, add to
sides of quilt top. Trim to Fit.

9) Add border fabric (H) to sides of
quilt top. Trim to fit. Next, add to
top and bottom. Trim to fit.

10) Cut batting and backing 2˝ larger
than top on all sides. Assemble
the quilt “sandwich” by placing the
backing, batting and top together
in layers and baste or pin with
safety pins. Machine quilt as
desired. When machine quilting
is completed, trim excess batting
and backing. Bind in the usual
manner.
